WHEREAS, the Town of East Greenbush Town Board received an application from
William J. Zinzow and Linda C. Zinzow seeking a zoning map amendment to remove a forever
wild restriction on a certain parcel of land (.47 acres) description attached hereto, being a portion
of tax map #154.68-10-1.2; and

WHEREAS, the request is a map correction to rectify and eliminate restrictive covenants
imposed on such parcel being the result of a recent boundary line settlement between the
Zinzows and the adjacent property owner; and

WHEREAS, a Short Environmental Assessment Form for an unlisted action has been

WHEREAS, after taking a thorough and ‘“hard look™ at the potential environmental
impacts of this correction by carefully considering them and thoroughly evaluating their potential
significance, the Town Board determined, among other things, that the action would not result in

WHEREAS, the Supervisor of the Town of East Greenbush has issued a Certificate of
Necessity waiving the ten-day requirement under 8§20 of the Municipal Home Rule Law; and
