Communications/Announcements/Reports 

 

The Town Clerk Kim Carlock announced that the following departments have handed in their 

monthly reports and they are on file in the Town Clerk’s Department: The Receiver of Taxes, 

Building, Police, and Water and Sewer.  

 

 

Councilor Tierney gave a brief update from the Planner, Tony Manfreddi. She explained that he 

is working with the Planning Board to propose an amendment to the existing sub-division law to 

require that a notice of Public Hearing would be sent to adjoining land owners of major sub-

divisions. That is in an effort to insure public awareness. She went on to state that the traffic 

study for the Regeneron Project Review and went on to explain more projects in that department. 

 

Supervisor Conway announced that we are through are 1
st
 billing cycle with the new sewer 

rates. He stated that we were pretty close to our projections, but this cycle had 8 less days in it. 

He also stated that we have an Industrial Discharge permit completed for Garelick Farms that 

brings in an additional $70,000.00 for sewer fees.  Meaghan Hart worked very hard on this deal 

and did an amazing job.  

 

The supervisor also explained that we just finished another successful season of Summer Camp 

due to Jessica Lansing and Amy Walsh. 
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He explained that the water source in Hampton Manor was struck by lightning this past week 

end and Hampton Manor was on general water for a short period of time. The Supervisor 

thanked the Water Department for their hard work to take care of this situation. 

 

The Town Supervisor stated that the IDA will be holding a public Hearing on September 1
st
 for 

the Regeneron Parking Garage on Discovery Drive. The Supervisor explained that the IDA 

hands out Pilot programs. (payment in lieu of taxes)He invited the residents to come to this 

meeting because it is the only time the Town can comment and voice their opinions on this.

He also thanked Bill for all of his hard work in the 

Manor. He explained that Bill was a strong community volunteer in Hampton Manor, and that 

he has a lot of credibility on this matter, and the situation is under investigation.
